Vi opens up with her rifle, scattering the three Slayers as
bul l ets ping off the expensive mall marbl ework and ricochet
into windows and stalls all around. Anbrosia cartwheels off
to the side and Vi's fire tracks after her.

It’s a regular nelee as the three girls on the ground get to
it, Faith’s experience showi ng up as she smacks her palminto
Magda’ s face, sending her reeling backwards. She bl ocks a
kick from Xia and trades a few punches with her.

Still backflipping and rolling as bullets zing past her,
shattering glass and destroying plant pots, bins and benches,
Anbr osi a keeps out of the way of the entire clip of Vi’'s
ammo.

Vi’s rifle clicks onto enpty, and with a nuttered curse she
throws it to the ground and clinbs down over the guard rail,
dropping cat-like to the ground and stepping warily up to
Anbr osi a, who stands, breathless but grinning, waiting.

AMBROSI A (cont’ d)

Ckay then, Mother Earth, tinme to
show you how a real Slayer fights!

Anbrosi a doesn’t like that one bit. Wth a yell she junps
forward, but Vi blocks the kick and returns a punch to
Anber’ s st omach.

Amber chops Vi across the back of the neck and she stunbles
forward, but turns on the spot and sweeps her |eg out,
sendi ng Anbrosia crashing to the floor.

Faith’s got her arns up, blocking hits fromboth Xia and
Magda. She gl ances over her shoul der towards the shops and
makes a break for them the two girls in hot pursuit.

We follow Faith as she races up to the front of a garden
hardware store, and in one swift novenent sweeps up a bench
sitting outside and flings it at the glass, which shatters
satisfyingly.

Faith bobs backward to avoid a kick from Xia, and is back to
choppi ng and bl ocki ng bl ows from Magda.

I NT. MALL - GARDEN STORE. DAY. 45

She manages a few backflips to get inside the shop, quickly
grabbing a rake and using it like a bo staff to fend off the
two girls, smacking it left and right to block their punches.

(grins)

Vi is losing the fight, and reels backwards as Anber | ands
anot her strong kick. Blood spatters from her nose after
Anbrosi a | ands another heavy hit, and Vi stutters back into
the fountain, alnost |osing her bal ance.

Anbrosi a takes another few steps forward, pressing her
advant age hone.

AMBROSI A

(panti ng)

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Wth a high kick, she knocks Anbrosia on her ass, |eaping
forward for another bl ow but Anbrosia bl ocks, slanmm ng both
palms into Vi's stomach and sendi ng her staggering backwards.

She hits the fountain and with a yel p toppl es over backwards,
landing in the knee-high water with a spl ash.

Faith blocks with the rake but is hit from behind by Magda,
who hurls a | awnnmower straight at her.

Faith clatters to the floor, just shoving the heavy wei ght
off her in tine to get the rake up and bl ock another shovel
SW pe.

Anbrosia |l eaps into the fountain and grabs the weakened Vi by
her shirt, lifting her out of the water.
ANVBROSI A

Anbr soai pauses for a nonment, wondering what Vi coul d nean.
Then she shrugs and rai ses her fist again.

ANMBROSI A
Oh, what ever.

CRACK! One | ast punch knocks Vi out cold, and Anbrosia drops
her, leaving her floating face up in the water. Anbrosia hops
out of the fountain and heads over to the store where Faith
and the others are.

She sees the soggy Anbrosia heading over, and the unconsci ous

We see the girls inside the shop snap round as one, and Faith
t akes advantage of the distraction to race out, vaulting out
t hrough the wi ndow on what’'s |eft of her rake to quickly join
Buffy and Kennedy. Buffy is still | ooking incredul ously at
her .

BUFFY (cont’ d)
What are you doi ng here?

FAI TH
No tine to explain, B. They' ve got
your sister. W’'re getting her
back.

Buffy turns and glares at the three bad girls as they wal k
out of the shop, taking up defensive poses opposite each
Sl ayer.

ANVBROSI A
That’s right, sweetheart, and we
pl an on | eaving with her. Whether
you try to stop us or not doesn’'t
really matter, because either way
we’' re wal ki ng out of here.

KENNEDY

Wth a battle yell, Xia charges forward, quickly followed by
Magda and Anbrosia. Xia and Kennedy step to the fight,

ki cki ng and punching with youthful fury as Faith jogs
backwards to get a better spot to take on Magda. Buffy and
Anbrosia circle each other as the two other fights race away
ei ther side of them

St eppi ng backwards as she bl ocks Xia's punches and roundhouse
swi ngs, Kennedy finds herself standing just outside the front
of a large Macy's store.

Kennedy | ooks |i ke she’s enjoying the action, swept up in the
exhilaration of the fight as she hops fromfoot to foot,
Muhammad Ali style.

SMACK! Kennedy takes a shot right in the kisser, and staggers
backwards to fall against the glass shop front.

Racing along with Magda in pursuit, Faith conmes to a stop
next to a nobile candy stand, tipping it over into Magda's
path, and despite trying to |eap over it the Polish Sl ayer
trips over it, hitting the ground to a cascade of candy
shells and sweets. Faith socks her in the jaw as she tries to

get up.

Back with Kennedy, as she grabs hold of one of the fallen
shop dumm es and uses it as a club, slanmng it into Xia and
knocki ng her back inside the store, junping onto the display
and foll ow ng her inside.

Faith runs again, spots a sporting goods store com ng up and
skids to a halt, grabbing the charging Magda and flingi ng her
back-first through the glass frontage. Faith junps through
and follows after Magda as she skids along the shop fl oor.

Xia pushes a fully | oaded cl othes rack at Kennedy, who dodges
to the side and throws the shop dummy at her. It knocks Xia
forward, and she hits the jewellery counter just past the
shop entrance.

She picks up one of the earring display boards and throws it
like a frisbee at Kennedy, the board slicing one of Kennedy's
cheeks open as it swooshes past. Kennedy shouts in pain.

Faith ducks and weaves as Magda hurls an assortnent of balls
at her - basketballs, footballs, baseballs - before grabbing
a baseball bat fromthe display next to her and knocki ng one
of them back.

It thwacks into Magda and knocks her off her feet, and Faith
grins as she strolls over to the wi nded Sl ayer.

FAI TH
Sorry, did | forget to say ‘fore’ ?

Magda grunts and kicks one | eg up at Faith, knocking her
back.

I NT. MALL - MAIN HALL. DAY. 53
Buffy is thrown fromoff screen, skittering backwards and
tripping, rolling back into an art store and just getting up
as Anbrosia charges in after her.

I NT. MALL - ART STORE. DAY. 54

Buffy grabs a picture frane fromthe racks beside her and
slans it down over Anbrosia’ s head.

BUFFY
Looks |ike you' ve been franed..

Anbrosi a shakes her head clear and then fl exes to break the
frame off herself.
